With its partners,
CBM is treating and preventing conditions leading to disability, improving access
to these comprehensive services and aiming to empower persons with disabilities
to take an active role in their communities and their development.

CBM'’s goals are:

e The prevention and treatment of conditions which can lead to disability through local
capacity development.

e The improvement of the quality of life of persons with disabilities through healthcare,
education and rehabilitation services.

e To advocate for the inclusion and rights of persons with disabilities in all aspects
of development and social life.

CBM Member Associations, including CBM UK, support a joint programme of development
work with over 60 million Euros annually. Internationally, CBM International supports over
750 partner organisations to carry out 900 programmes in more than 90 of the lowest
income countries in the world.

CBM UK was established in 1996. In 2008 CBM UK was supporting 78 programmes
in 37 low-income countries, with a total programme expenditure of £2,986,521.

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How are donations used? continued

gandrine’s

Clubfoot story

For the first 7 years of her life, Sandrine had clubfoot. Her feet had

hardened into twisted bone. This could have been easily corrected if

appropriate assistance had been available when she was a baby. Clubfoot, one of the most
common congenital deformities worldwide, affects at least 1 in every 1000 babies born.

1in 1,000 babies is born with clubfoot, but this is as high as
9 per 1,000 live births in developing countries.

£15 can provide plaster of Paris treatment to correct a baby’s clubfoot
simply and painlessly. £140 can provide orthopaedic surgery for a child
with neglected clubfoot.

Livelihood opportunities

Lakhva contracted polio when he was three years old. He is now 22 and works in the
textiles industry. Lakhva was identified by a CBM supported community care worker who
helped to find him employment.

In many poor countries in the world, persons with disabilities are not able to participate
actively in economic activities due to multiple barriers.

£238 provides vocational training materials for persons with
disabilities to enable them to generate income.

HIV

Erick is HIV positive. Both of his parents died of AIDS-related
complications. Erick finds himself left out of community activities due
to the stigma that frequently accompanies HIV and AIDS.

90% of the world’s HIV infected children live in Africa.
Many are infected by their mothers and become
orphans early in life.

£30 provides training for a community care worker Erick’s
to assist children with disabilities who are also HIV Stor
positive. This care worker will also raise awareness y
and sensitise the local community.

Education

This teacher is at the front of the classroom teaching children who are deaf about the
weather. He has trained in sign language and works at a CBM supported school for people
who are deaf in Uganda.
